BECAUSE EVERYTHING ELSE IS GARBAGE          WRITTEN BY REV. SHAWN HULST 

There has never been an official 
diagnosis.  But everybody knows that 
itõs true.  My father is a pyromaniacñ
although not in a destructive or 
obsessive manner.  He just really 
enjoys a good fire.  
 

Some of the most memorable fires 
involve Christmas mornings.  Imagine 
a live Christmas tree.  It has been 
standing in the corner of the 
basement for nearly four weeks.  
Having grown very dry, its needles 
are sensitive to the touch ñdropping 
to the floor with the lightest of taps.  
Such a tree is highly flammable.  
 

And, in addition to such a tree, 
please see the pile of discarded 
wrapping paper on Christmas 
morning.  Wadded wrappings of red, 
green, and golden hues lie scattered 
across the floor.  Paper.  Piles of 
flammable paper.  My father could 
hardly control himself.  
 

One Christmas morning, he began 
òundecoratingó the Christmas treeñ
feeding broken branches into the 
wood-burning stove.  Between 
branches, generous helpings of 
discarded wrapping paper served as 
blazing steroidsñcausing the fire to 

burn even brighter.   When 
questioned by my animated mother 
concerning òwhat he was doing,ó my 
father responded simply: òIõm 
cleaning up this garbage.ó 
 

Honestly, my father had a good 
point.  We invest a great deal of 
time into decorating the Christmas 
treeñand the entire house.  We 
spend an enormous amount of time 
shopping for presentsñfinally 
wrapping them in expensive paper 
with elaborate ribbons and bows.  
But after the celebration of 
Christmas Day, we find ourselves 
with dead trees, discarded boxes and 
bloated waistlines.  Is that really the 
point of Christmas?  Is that the 
extent of a hurried, Christmas 
Season? 
 

The Apostle Paul clearly says it this 
way: òNothing is as wonderful as 
knowing Christ Jesus my Lord.  I have 
given up everything else and count it 
all as garbage.  All I want is 
Christó (Philippians 3:8).  Beautiful.  
Succinct.  And to the point.  
 

Like many of you, I love the tradition 
of decorating the tree, of purchasing 
specific gifts, and of participating in

Our lives are always at the 
mercy of the electrical grid here in Malawi, which is a constant source of frustration and 
personal growth for us.  We have learned to live without power for the most part, but it is 
still very disappointing when it limits our ability to communicate with our supporters.  All we 
can really say is thank you for being a church that continues to care for its missionaries as 
you do; thank you for your love, support, prayers, and encouragement; and thank you for 
considering us in this yearõs Thanksgiving Offering.  We are truly blessed to be a part of the 
Fellowship Family.  
 
Our ministry is growing faster than ever at this point and we have seen God working in so 
many ways.  What is most exciting to us is the deep level of impact our programs are having 
in the lives of the refugees we have supported.  Refugees face so many immediate physical 
and emotional needs, that it is hard at times to have the patience to continue working on 
projects that are more long -term in nature.  Yet that is what we have been doing with a 
select group of refugees who have received business and skills training through our income -
generating activities, and the refugees who will very soon be the newest beneficiaries of our 
scholarship program.
