Here we are again at the end of 
another year.  Whatõs the most 
common thing most of us do at this 
time of year ñpost Christmas?  New 
Yearõs Resolutionséright?  Years ago, 
I remember trying to make what I 
thought were some good New Yearõs 
Resolutions.

The Bible doesnõt seem to 
speak for or against the idea.  
Choosing a resolution that is God 
honoring, and not just self -gratifying 
s h o u l d  b e  a n  i m p o r t a n t 

consideration.  So, resolve as you see 
fit, however pray for wisdom (which 
God dispenses liberally when asked 
for, James 1:5) to learn how you 
personally are motivated to 
accomplish goals. 
 

This last year has been a very 
interesting year of learning for me, 
and I think I may have made some 
solid discoveries about what helps 
me achieve goals.  Maybe this will 
help you too.  I can reduce what Iõve 
learned this year into four words.  
Iõll list them, then explain briefly.   
Necessity, Industry, Reality, Rest.  
 

Necessity motivates people like no 
other factor I know.  Because of all 
the great change that happened in 
my life over the last year ñmoving 
here from PA and starting a new job, 
etc., I was forced through necessity 
to get a lot of things in order in my 
life.  
 

Necessity compels Industry.   I had to 
work harder than normal, and to do 
so very consistently to get everything 
done.  Failure would have meant 
very unpleasant consequences.  
Therefore, Industriousness became

my friend and after a while even 
became more of a pleasant habit.  
 

Butéunrelenting Industry leads to 
fatigue and burnout.  So I needed a 
Reality  check.  James 4:13-15 has 
become some of my new favorite 
verses to keep life in balance.  It 
says òNow listen, you who say, 
today or tomorrow we will go to this 
or that city, spend a year there, 
carry on business and make 
money.  Why, you do not even know 
what will happen tomorrow. What is 
your life? You are a mist that 
appears for a little while and then 
vanishes.  Instead, you ought to say, 
If it is the Lordõs will, we will live 
and do this or that.ó  
 

So lastly, make sure you set aside 
some time each week for Rest.  
Honor Godõs principle of the 
Sabbath.  He made it for us (Exodus 
16:29) for our benefit.  And we 
need it!  Plan as if God may grant 
you life till 100, but enjoy and 
cherish each day as if there may be 
no tomorrow, keeping one eye 
focused on eternity.

It is surprising to me at how general conversation is almost always based on the same topics. 
One example out of many could be, òHello, how are you? Beautiful out isnõt it?  So, you keeping 
busy? Is work good?ó  There are many different scenarios possible, but under most circumstances 
the conversation is steered onto the topic of work. Once the topic of work is breached, the 
conversation then escalates into, òWhat exactly do you do?ó and òHow many hours a week do 
you work?ó òDoes the company take care of you financially?ó and the coup de graceõ òDo you 
make any money at it?ó Inevitably that conversation evolves into all these clich®d questions. I 
am not saying that work or wages are a bad thing. The Bible says in Romans 4:4, òNow to the 
one who works, wages are not credited as a gift, but as an obligation.ó In two separate verses 
the Bible says the same thing. In Luke 10:7 and in I Timothy 5:18, the text says that, òThe 
worker deserves his wages.ó But, as a society, so much of what we do is based on how much 
money we have. If we donõt earn X amount of dollars at our jobs, then some say that the jobs 
are not worth doing. We place a monetary value on just about all aspects of our lives. He who 
has the most toys, the biggest house, the largest bank accountéwins! My question is: òWhat does 
that person win?ó 
 
In a recent conversation the topic fell on the number of hours that different people work per 
week. When the number of hours put in by different church staff was discussed, it was remarked 
that some of the staff are here for all three services on a Sunday. The conversation continued 
covering numerous subjects, but it eventually came back to those church staff who ended up 
working seven days a week. It was then that I got hit with the following statement: òWell, you 
know that if I got paid for it, Iõd be here for all three services too.ó I just let the comment 
register for awhile, then I thought; òDoesnõt this person realize that worship is an act of love 
and gratitude that we give to our Lord in thanks for His sacrifice -a sacrifice that enables us to 
spend eternity in heaven with Him?ó How could anyone put a monetary value on worship time? 
 
Letõs reverse gears a minute, and look back at the price Jesus paid for you-for me! He was put 
on the cross to die for us. No money was exchanged. Instead of buying His way into our hearts, 
He gave His life. Jesus paid the ultimate price so you and I can spend eternity with Him. The 
only thing God asks of us is gratitude for His GRACE. We repay Him with our obedience and 
adoration. The price that Jesus paid for me should only inspire me to want to worship Him 
unendingly. To spend an hour or three, or maybe more in worship is the least I can do to express 
my thanks. I donõt think a monetary value can be put on that.
