“THE HUNTER”                                  WRITTEN BY REV. SHAWN HULST 

I’ve never understood the passion 
and fascination that some folks 
have for hunting.  It’s in their 
blood.  It’s part of their DNA—
their genetic code.  They love 
hunting! 
 
Who else would get out of bed so 
early in the morning—rising long 
before the first streaks of light 
break over the horizon?  Adorning 
themselves in full camouflage, 
they will walk great distances 
through heavy brush, thick 
grasses, and swampish marsh.  
Finally arriving at their choice 
site, they shimmy themselves up 
a tall tree—finding refuge in their 
carefully secured tree-blind.  
And, attaching their safety 
harness, they now sit quietly.  
Listening.  Watching.  Waiting.  
Hunting for the next unsuspecting 
buck.  The next unsuspecting 
deer that crosses their path.  The 
hunter is not going home empty 
handed; he has every intention of 
bagging that deer.  The adrenalin 
races through his veins. 
 

And, I  imagine, Satan’s 
adrenaline races at an even 
greater pace as he hunts down his 
next unsuspecting target.  Did 
you know that Satan was a 
hunter?  A good hunter?  A very 
good hunter?  And, do you know 
who his target is?  It’s the man, 
woman or child reading these 
words at this very moment.  
Satan is hunting for you, your 
life, and your soul.   
 
In Peter’s first book, we are 
reminded of Satan’s hunting 
skills—as well as his target 
audience.  We are warned: ―Be 
self-controlled and alert.  Your 
enemy the devil prowls around 
like a roaring lion looking for 
someone to devour.  Resist him, 
standing firm in the faith, 
because you know that your 
brothers throughout the world 
are undergoing the same kind of 
sufferings‖ (I Peter 5:8-9).   
 
Prowling, lurking, and stalking.  
Satan is quietly endeavoring to 
introduce temptation into each of  
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our lives.  He will wait for the 
choice moment.  He normally 
prefers to attack when we are 
alone.  Sometimes, he quietly 
baits us—drawing us into a 
terrible, deep pit.  One that we 
cannot climb out of on our own.  
Please understand: Satan is a 
hunter.  And he longs to devour 
our lives. 
 
Therefore, we need to stand 
firm.  As Peter stresses in these 
two verses, we need to wake up, 
be alert, and be in control of our 
lives.  We need to acknowledge 
the reality of Satan—and the 
manner in which he is attacking 
the lives of Christians around 
the world (I Peter 5:9).  It is 
time for us to ―stand up‖ and 
―grow up‖ in our faith—
developing our faith and 
spiritual resources so that we 
can do battle against our great 
adversary.

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“GOD, THE GREAT PHYSICIAN” By Gene VanKoevering
   
In October of 2003 we were excited to receive a call from our oldest son Greg, announcing that 
his wife Lori had given birth to their third child, their second son, Gavin! Our family was totally 
excited to meet this little guy and of course we fell instantly in love with him.  Life was good! 
But, by the time Gavin was 5 weeks old he had been diagnosed with Biliary Atresea   
(a congenital condition in which the child is born without bile ducts from the liver to the gallbladder). The result is liver damage 
and cirrhosis of the liver. Life expectancy in many cases is early to mid teens. 
 

When we gathered for our family Christmas in 2003, we were all informed that Gavin would undergo additional testing to 
determine whether or not his liver could be repaired surgically. As a family, our prayer lives became very active for Gavin. As a 
community, our church family joined us in praying that God would allow his liver to be repaired and that Gavin would be healed 
of this potentially deadly condition.  We were all very apprehensive about Gavin’s future, while we looked to God for answers 
that would bring good news.  
 

After Gavin’s first surgery was only partially successful, and a number of further complications were uncovered, it was 
determined that our precious grandson would most likely need a liver transplant at some point, but there was no way of knowing 
how long his current liver would continue to function.  Greg and Lori began a diligent search for potential donors.  
 

Over the next two years, Gavin’s condition had an effect on his growth and physical appearance.  He was walking, but was not 
trying to talk. His only communication was through crying and whimpering, so Lori taught him to use sign language.  Then in July 
of 2005, Joyce and I moved to Traverse City to be closer to Greg and Lori and begin a business project with them as our partners.  
From our perspective now, it’s clear that the move was all part of God’s master plan.  
 

On the morning of January 12, 2006,  Greg came into my office with the most awesome news:  ―Dad,‖ he said,  ―we just found 
out that I’m a match for Gavin! So, if and when he needs a liver, I can give him part of mine!‖ We all gave a huge ―Thank You 
Jesus!!‖ Because even though Gavin was already on the national transplant list he didn’t meet their criteria for a donation.  They 
wouldn’t consider him as ―high priority‖ until his liver completely failed.  So Greg’s news was a wonderful answer to our prayers. 
The rest of that day and evening was filled with hope and joy as we soaked in the good news.  But it was only a day later, January 
13, 2006 that Lori called Greg to tell him that she had noticed blood in the water as she bathed Gavin (a possible indication of 
serious complications). From 9:00am til late in the afternoon it was a waiting game, as we all waited to find out what our next 
move would be.  Finally we were informed that Gavin would indeed, require a transplant, and that Greg and Lori should prepare 
to take him to Children’s Memorial Hospital in Chicago as soon as possible.  But before the day was over another twist in the story 
took place.  Lori was informed that miraculously, a child’s liver had suddenly become available.  When the national search was 
conducted for a recipient of this liver, there was only one 100% match in the entire country—and it was our Gavin.  This could 
only be ―God’s Perfect Timing!‖  They were ordered to be in Chicago by 10:00am the next morning.   
 

However, in the midst of our joy came thoughts of the family who had so graciously gifted the organ, on a day that must have 
been worst of their lives.  So as we prayed with thankful hearts for this life giving gift, we also prayed for peace and comfort for 
the parents of the donor.   
 

But now, time was of the essence.  Greg and Lori and Gavin were headed south on snowy US131 within an hour—headed south 
directly into a snowstorm.  The further they traveled the harder it snowed and the more difficult it became to see their way.  The 
conditions were so bad that even with Gavin’s life on the line, they knew that they couldn’t continue.  Imagine having to make 
that decision to turn around.  But somehow Greg and Lori knew that God would provide another way.  Unbelievable faith was 
displayed by this young couple. So as they made their way back to Traverse City, Lori was making phone calls.  The result was 
that by the time they arrived at the Traverse City Airport there was a medical plane sent from Gaylord waiting for them.  After a 
day of trauma, joy, frustration, and anxiety they finally arrived at some point after midnight on Saturday at the Children’s 
Memorial Hospital, safely, and on time for Gavin’s 10:00am surgery.    
 

Today, even though he’s had numerous days and even weeks in the hospital,  Gavin is an active  8-year-old who loves to run, play 
baseball, and cheer for the Cubs.  He is blessed to live in his own ―normal.‖  Gavin had never known what others call normal, but 
now by God’s grace, he does. By the way, Gavin celebrates two birthdays each year; the day he was born in October and his ―liver 
birthday‖ in January.  
 

This experience has done much for our entire family. First, it’s drawn us much closer to God. Second, Joyce and I have found 
great pride in Greg and Lori’s ability to completely trust God. The way they responded to the many challenges they faced has 
been an inspiration. And, finally, we have gained a new awe at God’s grace and omnipotence.  Only He could provide as He did 
for Gavin. We are so blessed to have been a part of it. It was certainly a ―storm,‖ but God does His best work in ―storms‖ so we 
thank Him for this experience in our life. 
 

If any of you are going through a challenge right now, please don’t give up. Don’t stop praying and don’t stop asking for prayers. 
Many of us face challenges that result in less than happy endings. We’ve been there as well, and we may very well experience 
them again, but with God, a final happy ending is guaranteed. It may not be in this life, but it’s guaranteed…Period. In all things, 
God wants to be Honored, Glorified and Trusted. He is Sovereign and He knows you better than you do. He will give you the grace 
you need to get through anything if you stay focused on Him and remain faithful to Him. Listen to one of His promises that has 
become one of our favorite verses.   Jeremiah 29:11 “For I know the plans I have for you, (this is the Lords declaration), plans 
for your welfare, not for disaster, to give you a future and a hope.”  Be Blessed.
